In addition to the internal holy space that mayehbeen opened up in us
during Lent consider setting up a sacred spacerimome for the coming
Holy Week... Find a room, a corner of a room, makcove for such a space.
Design it to be comfortable and welcoming - inchgdfurniture or pillows to
sit on. Bring into the space any objects we regardacred— books, photos,
candles, natural objects, icons or other sacredeisn Display them in a way
that helps us feel surrounded by them. Plan ton¢he coming week to allow
us to be present and to pray in that space eacHrdagine yourself and the
space filled with holiness.

Parsons suggests we might engage in a series datatnats on the holy
during the coming days and through Holy Week. Wghitnfocus on specific
events of Holy Week which could include the Enteamto Jerusalem, the La|
Supper as a Holy Self-giving, the Garden of Getiee as a Holy Fear, the
Crucifixion as a Holy Sacrifice, the Holy Saturdas/a Holy Shadow. Next
week’s reflection will include her invitation to k@ an Easter vigil.
